Suggested answers to Exercise 1. 
 
Use the Military and Civilian Community Resource Handout to determine what resource(s) you might suggest to 
a friend experiencing the following situations: 
 

1. A friend’s mother-in-law becomes very ill and is admitted to the hospital during the deployment. The prognosis is 
not positive.    
American Red Cross, Rear Detachment, etc. 
 

2. When you are with your friend, he seems to have it all together, and the deployment seems to be going smoothly.  
However, you notice his Facebook postings in the evening are increasingly negative.  When you call to check on 
him, you are surprised to hear how loud he is and his slurred speech.
