Script:

Speaker #1: Good morning and welcome to the Yellow Ribbon Reintegration Program Morning Show! I’m [speaker #1 name] and this is [speaker #2 name] and we will be your hosts for this exciting event! 
Speaker #2: We would like to give a big shout out to our sponsors, [sponsor name here], and [sponsor name here]. On behalf of them, we welcome our special guests, family members, and Soldiers to this awesome Yellow Ribbon Reintegration Program Event. 
Speaker #1: We are going to start the morning off with a special guest, [name of guest]. Come on up and sit in the hot seat for just a minute. 
Speaker #2: [Name of guest], how long have you been a [rank/role in service]? What do you do when you are not hanging around these Yellow Ribbon Events? You are going to do the invocation for us this morning, right? 
Speaker #1: But before we do that, did you know that our National Anthem is sung to the tune of a London Gentlemen’s club drinking song? The club was called the Anacreontic Society of London. It took its name from an ancient Greek poet known primarily for his verses in praise of love, wine, and revelry. The Star Spangled Banner was always a patriotic song but did not actually become the official national anthem until 1931. 
Speaker #2: Interesting… Let’s get this event kicked off right – please stand for the National Anthem and remain standing for the invocation by [name of guest #1]. 
PLAYING OF NATIONAL ANTHEM AND INVOCATION. (7 min running total.)
Speaker #1: Thank you so much, [name of guest]. Inspiring as always. So [name of speaker #2], I hear we have some special guests in our audience today, can you tell us who they are? 
Speaker #2: Certainly, this morning we want to welcome [list off special guests in attendance].
Speaker #1: Do you think we could get a couple of them up here in the hot seat? 
Speaker #2: Sure, let’s start with our [small group, or pair of guests, ex. “Army Reserve Ambassadors”]! Would you please come on up to the hot seats? 
Speaker #1: Good morning [guests]! What do you think of the Yellow Ribbon event so far? What do [guests role/position] do for our Soldiers and Families? 
Speaker #2: What do you think is the biggest benefit of attending a Yellow Ribbon event? 
Speaker #1: What advice would you give to the people in our audience? 
Speaker #2: Thank you [guests] for sharing your experience and your knowledge! Let’s bring up our next guests, [names of two next guests]. 
Speaker #1: Good morning! How is your morning going so far? What do you think of the YRRP event? 
Speaker #2: What piece of advice would you share about Yellow Ribbon or Deployment in general with our audience? 
Speaker #1: What would you say is the biggest benefit Soldiers and families get from attending a Yellow Ribbon Event? 
Speaker #2: Is there anything you would add about the event this weekend? 
Speaker #1: Thank you so much for chatting with us. (15 min running total.)
Speaker #2: [name of speaker #1], did you know that we have over 40 community partners and resource providers here this weekend? 
Speaker #1: Wow, that many? These folks have so much to share with our Soldiers and family members, and you know, this isn’t the only event in [location of event] during [month of event]! Many of these providers spend multiple weekends supporting our Service Members and their families. What a great bunch of people! 
Speaker #2: I hope everyone takes the opportunity during their breaks to visit these community partners; these are great resources for you. Did you know we have a very special resource provider here this weekend, [name one resource provider]? In addition to being available at their table during the day, they will have a special session from [time to time] for anyone who is interested in finding out more about how [name provider again] can help Soldiers and Families. 
Speaker #1: If you are like me, you are thinking, “but wait, doesn’t dinner start at [time of dinner]?” Don’t worry, you won’t miss dinner – it runs from [full length of dinner]!
Speaker #2: Alright, let’s talk a little about what is going to happen today. Once we wrap up the opening session, you will move to your assigned groups. Your group leader will be your primary point of contact this weekend. For any issues or concerns please contact your group leader. 
Speaker #1: Your group leaders are going to be your best buddies this weekend. They are responsible for tracking your attendance in all classes for the ENTIRE weekend with their little scanners. They are the ones that will make sure you get credit for your attendance, get your paperwork in order, and make sure you don’t miss your plane, train, or automobile ride home. Please remember to let them know your departure information.
Speaker #2: How many people brought kiddos to the Yellow Ribbon Event? Kids serve too, but childcare does not serve food so please remember to pick your child up at the conclusion of your last morning class and no later than [end time of last morning class] so they can eat lunch – they will thank you for it! Parents, there will be a special meal line for the kids at mealtime. Adults – the line is for the kids only! You can’t eat the [kids food being served]! 
Speaker #1: Also, Yellow Ribbon provides awesome programs for the kids during the day but they do not provide parents’ night out services so please remember to pick your children up at the completion of your last afternoon class, no later than [ending time]. Don’t we have one more special guest today? (20 min running total.)
Speaker #2: Absolutely! [Name of area safety specialist guest], come on down and let’s talk a little about safety. [Name of guest], you are going to do our top 10 list for us today right?
